HAPPY THANKSGIVING

This Thursday we celebrate Thanksgiving. The Eucharist, that we are privileged to receive, means “thanksgiving”. Je-
sus gives himself to us completely as an act of thanksgiving.

Before gathering around a family table, we will have the opportunity to begin Thanksgiving around God’s Table, the
altar. We will offer two morning Thanksgiving Day Masses at St. Mary and St. Michael.

ST. HUBERT, PATRON SAINT OF HUNTERS

Next weekend (11/30) we ask for the intercession of St. Hubert to protect and watch over all hunters. We will have
St. Hubert Medals available at our parishes. The story of St. Hubert challenges us to prefer God above everything:

One Good Friday, St. Hubert set out on horseback to hunt. He came upon a large group of people gathered for devo-
tions in honor of the holy day. The priest asked St. Hubert to join them, but St. Hubert kept on his way, preferring
hunting over prayer. While in the woods, St. Hubert came upon a male deer with large antlers, looking right at him.
As St. Hubert readied his bow and arrow to take the deer down, he noticed between the deer’s antlers was a crucifix,
radiant with light. St. Hubert heard a voice telling him to turn his life over to God. He got down from his horse, knelt
on the ground, and promised that he would follow the Lord’s command.

Justice

Justice is the cardinal virtue that prompts a person to give
both God and other people what is their due. Justice,
then, respects the rights of others, whether those rights
are natural (the right to life and limb, the rights that arise
because of our natural obligations to family and kin, the
most fundamental property rights, the right to worship
God, and to do what is necessary to save our souls) or
legal (contact rights, constitutional rights, civil rights).
Should legal rights ever come into conflict with natural
rights, however, the latter takesgarecedence, and justice
demands that they are respected.

Thus, law cannot take away the right of parents, to edu-
cate their children in the way that is best for the children.
Nor can justice allow the granting of legal rights to one
person (such as the “right to an abortion”) at the expense
of the natural rights of another (in that case, the ri%1 tto
life and limb). To do so is to fail “to give everyone his or

her rightful due.” (See CCC 1807)
